The Recipient must take appropriate steps to ensure that it enters into business
and maintains such business relations only with such third parties that are reliable
and to whom no statutory ban on doing business applies. ln particular, by checking
against the sanctions lists published by the United Nations Security Council, the
EU and the Federal Republic of Germany, the Recipient shall ensure that the funds
are neither directly nor indirectly made available to third parties included in the
aforementioned lists. When implementing the measures, the Recipient shall also

ensure that it does not contravene any embargoes or other trade restrictions
imposed by the United Nations, the EU or the Federal Republic of Germany.
